NEI GHBOR BOB HU NTS MAN PROMOTED  TO APD COMM ANDER 

Our congratulations to  our Burgan Avenue neighbor Bob Hunts man, who was 

recently promoted to APD Commander and now heads the NE Heights Area  

Command just to our north  with 121 outstanding patrol officers , supervisors , 

and detectives . An Albuquerque native and Eldorado High School  graduate , he 

began his 27-year career in 1983, married Jackie  that same year, and has 

served our City in a wide variety of important APD jobs.  After five years as a 

patrolman and detective in the NE Heights, Bob  was promoted to Sergeant  and 

became a supervisor for the fugitive de tail in the court services unit. He was  

then assigned b ack to the Heights  and then to the basic t raining  academy where  

he served until 1993 when  he was promoted to Lieutenant  and served in the 

Field Service Bureau . In  2000  he became APDõs Tactical Support L ieutenant responsible for  their  bomb squad, 

horse-mounted unit, air support section, SWAT t eam, and K-9 unit.  He is an active member of St. Stevens 

Church  and enjoys golf and motorcycle rides with old  friends. He and Jackie have two children -  son Chris and 

daughter Victoria . Jackie  pinned the new commander stars on Bobõs uniform during the recent APD  

promotion ceremony. He makes all in our EANA community very proud. 

 

SHOW RESPECT FOR  AND  HELP NEIGHBORS  

We want to keep our neighborhood one of the most attractive and livable in the city and will always help 

whenever possible. When such problems come up, we ask the offending neighbor to cooperate with the 

complainant (s) and not force the neighborhood association  to get the City insp ectors involved  -  something  we 

will do if all else fails. Our EANA members have been busy over the past six  months trying to help  neighbors 

resolve many problems and encouraging everyone to  show the  proper  respect for each other . Wronged 

neighbors have been told far too often to just òmind your own businessó -  a response we wonõt tolerate. This  

prompt s us to often ask the  City inspectors to get involved ð something we would prefer not to do . Over the 

past year, we were asked by concerned resident s on Hagen to help get limbs  cut back from a neighborõs tree 

hanging over their  dr iveway. The limbs resulted in an  unhealthy situation , as bird droppings  -  particularly from 

pigeons -  that were falling from the limbs , are toxic.  We got  the  City  involved, as limbs were  also overhanging 

the street. We had a similar problem early  last year when huge limbs from  a tree from  a Carruthers õ proper t y 

were hanging over the roof of a home behind it  on Overlook. We contacted  the City forester  and the building 
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and zoning code people to try to help. We plan to ask the f orester, City Council , and Mayor Berry to change 

the current City ordinance to enable them  to eliminate such tree hazards and cite  such offenders.    

We had to get the City involved to force  the removal of litter and  an excessive amount of dog droppings in the 

backyard of a Kielich resident and helped resolve a problem with a night time barking dog . We still have a 

problem with folks who walk dogs but donõt carry bags to pick up the dog droppings. This is both unsightl y and 

a health hazard.  We also reported dirty wate r coming out of a fire hydrant on Newcomb that had been opened 

by a street sweeper  and closed, even though the flowing water was still dirty. This is a serious  matter , as fire 

trucks responding to fires , as well as sweepers, could have their filters quickly clogged and stop the flow . We 

learned t his dirty water problem exists because insufficient money was allocated to do the needed periodic  

hydrant  inspections  and cleaning. It is even more s erious elsewhere  in the City. We discussed this with the 

Cityõs Fire  Chief Jim Breen and those working in the Albuquerque -Bernalillo Count y Water Utility Authority 

who are jointly  responsible for solving the  problem. 
 

WEEDS, WEED S, WEED S! 

The City õs Ordinance states that  a growth of weeds to a height greater than four inches, or any accumulation 
of weeds and/or debris, is prohibited  on occupied and unoccupied land within the City.  This includes the area 

located between the property line and the area located between the pro perty line and the curb, the area of 

any curbs or sidewalks located adjacent to the property, and the area located ten feet outside the property 

line where there is no curb.  We are appealing once again to all neighbors with these long weeds to get their  

lawnmowers out and cut the high weeds or  pull them up. The weeds in front or on the side of properties on 

Carruthers  -  EANAõs òmain streetó - are particular eyesores. There are s hrubs and b ushes hanging over our 

sidewalks. Some have also been cited by the Ci ty in the past , so please keep them trimmed.   
 

If there are any of our  teens or others wishing  to earn money mowing or pulling neighborsõ weeds, please get in 
touch with our  Kim White at kjmnaw@msn.com or call her at 271-9104.  She will  have them contact any 

neighbors asking her for  help, particularly our elderly  and very busy folks w ho simply canõt find the time. The 

City will respond to 311 and cite offenders of the current weeds and litter ordinance, so cut  or  pull them up.  

We intend to ask the City to include in their late June -early July inspections of neighborhoods to stop  by our 
EANA neighborhood and cite those still not taking care of their weeds and other housing maintenance 
problems -  actions that disrespect their neighbors.  The City is not blameless with weeds ei ther. We also 

followed up on a neighborõs complaint about weeds growing in the middle of Lowe and got the City involved  and 

th e cracks on it sealed up.  

OTHER MEASURES TO KEEP OUR NEIGHBORHOOD NICE  -The attractiveness of homes start s with not only 

having a well maintained front yard without weeds but having a good mailbox out front  - someth ing that will 

cost under $20.  Real estate signs to direct buyers put on our streets are forbidden and should be r emoved.  

The only exception is for weekend open houses by realtors with the signs being removed immediately 

afterwards.  
 

XERISCAPING  -  RECONSIDER IT  -  To solve the weed problem , consider taking advantage of the 

Albuquerque Bernalillo County Water Utility A uthority ( ABCWUA) r ebates for xeriscaping of your grass or 

other areas. Go to www.ABCWUA.org  and cli ck on the òwater conservation ó tab where you will get a ll of the 

details including some xeriscaping design s. Single f amily homeowners can receive a water bill credit of $ .75 

per square f oot up to 500  sq f t ($ 375 ), but l ow water vegetation  also needs to be planted  to receive  this  

credit . Drive arou nd the neighborhood and see some examples. For our do - it -yourself  neighbors , Rocky 
Mountain Stone char ges from $40 -$ 70/ton for stones of various color s and sizes. A ton will cover 

approximately 100 sq f t 3 inches high. The delivery cost is  $70 for loads up to 15 tons  or 1500 sq ft .  A 50x 30 

(1500) sq f t area would cost from $650 -$1,200  for  just the  stones, including delivery and tax . You will also

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need to buy fabric or plastic covering under the stone s. Some of the smaller  landscapers will charge from 

$3.50 sq ft f or  installing the very popular Santa F e brown rock to up to $6 /sq f t for the high end stone s to  

include covering under them . Removing grass and adding shrubbery and doing other work would be extra. Check 

the ABCWUA website, g et  estimates  and references , and check with the Better Business Bureau  before 

hiring any one.  

 

MAN Y AREA CHILDREN, PARENTS ,  AND OTHER S REGRETTING CURRENT CONSTRUCTION 

APPROACH FOR OUR NEW GEORGIA O õKEEFE (GOõK) ELEMENTARY SCHOOL 

Many EANA and others in nearby neighborhoods , including those òSave the GOõK West Parkó advocates, now 

realize they were lied  to by APS into believing the current construction approach somehow made sense versus 

the originally -planned approach t hat would  build it on the west park  and then build a brand new park on the 

former west GOõK site. We were told that APS had enough APS money to finish the project,  but it appears all 

they  promised us wonõt now be done in order to  balance their construction budget.  In a n April 16 letter to  

teachers , GOõK Principal Lucinda Sanchez said, άOur construction budget has been cut , so we will  not b e 

getting a new playground as originally planned. Also, our courtyard will not be completed with grass. Just some 

trees, so be thinking about how we can dress it up, planters, adopt a square, etc .ó We asked our School Board 

representative  Dave Peercy (peercy_d@aps.edu) to try to get APS to restore the se funds . APS responded by 

telling Ms. Sanchez that she was mistaken, and th e playground and courtyard work wasnõt part of the original 

school project . They asked her to correct her òmisunderstandingó in a new letter that  few believed.  We are 

not happy with this  revised  reply , given what APS has put us  through . We are now asking them to find the 

money and get th e work done.   

 

As long as it is easy for APS to get large bond  measures passed with the traditionally small voter turnouts in 

their special February elections , they will never be motivated to  spend our tax dollars wisely. APS still allows 

its high -priced architects to design all new schools, including our GOõK, from scratch so they can win 

professional awards rather than force them to adopt/modify paid - for efficient school designs already on file.  

This is why our GOõK is costing far more than necessary and one reason for the  large APS construction budget 

shortfall. A January 30, 2009 Albuquerque Journal  article report ed that APS asked for $18 million in federal 

stimulus funds to pay for just the school  -  far higher than we were told it would cost more than one year 

earlier.   APS already spent  well over $100 million fo r some new high schools on the west side , some of which 

are significantly  larger  for their  planned student enrollment than most schools being built throughout the U.S.  

We have asked New Mexico  legislators to sponsor legislation moving school elections fro m February to the fall  

-  concurrent with other major elections . We certainly donõt want a repetition of the last APS election where 

only 5% of voters (likely very many APS employees with vested interests ) approved $600 million in APS bond 

measures. The Journal  seems to be part of the problem , as it never published the polling locations for voters  

prior to the election or publicized the low turnout  afterwards .   
  

CRIME REPORT-There were  several automobile break - ins during the evening hours  -  one on Hagen, another in 

the Overlook/  Eisenhower Middle School area . During the  day a purse was taken from an unattended vehicle , 

an attempt was made to enter  the locked front door of a home , and a decorative woode n statue taken from in 

front of another home  -  all on Camero Avenue. While o ur neighborhood is considered very safe  by all APD 

standards , these incidents are reminders to take measures to minimize your exposure to all  crimes. Have good 

locks on doors and rods in the sliding glass window tracks . When away from h ome, use timers to turn house

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lights on and off and have a radio on within listening range of the front  door.  Lock your (preferably high) side 

gate in some way. 

Park your valuable cars a nd trucks in garages at night. Those outside should be in the drivewa y and have extra 

security measures like club -type bars put on  steering wheels. Have motion-sensing outside lights. When away 

for work, arrange to have your trash receptacle(s) taken off the street each Monday morning by  neighbors . 

We dog walkers have taken  receptacles off the street at our neighborsõ homes along our route. Report to APD 

at 242 -COPS (2677)  any suspicious activ ity , including vehicles parked or cruising. We also receive District 

Attorney reports of their local court cases and  exchange crime al erts with other nearby neighborhood leaders 

to include suspi cious vehicles roaming our respective areas. Check our website to  see the recently posted 

article listing other valuable security tips entitled , òWhat your burglar wonõt tell you.ó  

EANAõS JUSTIFI ED TRAFFIC SAFETY  MEASURES BEING STONEWALLE D -  Still no progress in getting 

speed humps put on Kielich and Overlook and a traffic light and crosswalk at the intersection of Juan Tabo 

and Malaguena. We are still trying to get the  speed limit reduc ed to 35 M PH on Juan Tabo north of Spain by 

Eisenhower Middle School (EMS) to the Mountai n Run Shopping Center. We also asked for a radar speed 

warning sign on Juan Tabo near EMS like those put on Academy Boulevard and street lights put on Juan Tabo 

north of Manitob a by the Bear Canyon Arroyo to Sp ain. All of the excuses offered up by our Councilor Jones 

and City traffic engineers were investigated and found to be baseless , as we have pointed out often  to Mayor 

Berry and other City leaders . There is more than enough City money available  to do this work. Our President 

made public appeals for these safety measures at several City Council meetings  and in numerous e-mails. Yet 

our Councilor Jones supported spending $2.7 million for just two miles of essentially stone cove red medians on 

Academy between Eubank and San Mateo and now wants to build an expensive dog park at the SW corner of 

Tramway and Montgomery.  We still donõt even have our Juan Tabo medians from Montgomery to Spain done. 

Former Councilor Greg Payne indicated  he will run in 2011 against Ms. Jones, as will other good candidates.

-President  helps defeat City Councilor Jonesõ legislative efforts that would have prevented a future north-

south paved bicycle/wheelchair path with rest facilities from ever being built in the Bear Canyon Arroyo . 
  

-Design and planning work is proceeding on two seemingly tax wasteful pork projects.  The first would spend 

$36 million in bond and stimulus funds to modify  just two three mile segments of Lead and Coal Avenues from 

the downtown  to the Nob Hill/San Mateo . The second is a $38 million make-work stimulus project to build an  

interchange to nowhere  at the intersection of South I -40 and Paseo del Volcan that has very little traffic.  
 

-Former Mayor Chavezõs tax-wasting unneeded taxpayer - funded $430+ million Events Center/Ho t el project in 

the  downtown is expected to be ressurected by a Mayor Berry õs secret hand -picked pro -project advisory 

team. It is opposed by our President who is counter ing the expected biased recommendation s with  facts.   
 

-The Mid Region Council of Govern ment (MR-COG)-biased pro -transit survey was to support their  proposed 

bus rapid transit (BRT) streetcar on wheels syste m along Paseo del Norte. This c ould be an expensive approach 

to solving any future gridlock  moving people east and west. He called for tr ade-off analyses of all alternatives . 
  

-With N M State Attorney General Ga ry Kingõs apparent blessing, APS, City and other government leaders now 

ignoring sunshine laws to deny citizen access to public information indicating possible wrongdoing. Legal 

requirements of the New Mexico Inspection of Public  Records Act and Open Meetings A ct are being ignored.
